
The Girl’s Guide to Girl Scouting 

New handbook and new badges for girls debut in fall 2011 

 

Girl Scouts of the USA is currently at work on an exciting new Girl Scout handbook called The 

Girl’s Guide to Girl Scouting. The new Girl’s Guide, one for each program age level, will be a 

combination of the badge book and the handbook.   

Everything you see in the current girl handbooks will be replaced by new badges and awards. 

Some of them will be familiar favorites that have been updated. Other badges that may 

duplicate topics of interest will just be discontinued. Brownies through Ambassadors will earn 

badges. Daisies will continue to earn the Promise Center and Petals but will also have a more 

expanded and challenging program with some new additional awards. 

The new badges are designed to be complementary to the Journeys.  Journeys are the core Girl 

Scout curriculum and have been developed to help all girls develop the three keys to 

leadership: Discover, Connect and Take Action. Badges complement the journeys by helping 

girls build skills on specific topics.
